Despite the accolades bestowed upon him, Billy Graham 
remained first and foremost a follower of Jesus Christ 
who spent his life seeking to please his heavenly Father. 
He preached not to make great the name of Billy  
Graham, but to bring honor to Christ. His life as a  
husband, father, and preacher reflected a heart  
desiring to walk humbly with his God. 

Sometimes, I am afraid we get caught up with our reputations or the num-
bers. We get caught in the trap of comparison. Even within this ministry, our teachers may wonder 
why their club sizes are not larger, why they have not seen more professions of faith among their 
clubbers. Not long before discovering the quote from Billy Graham (above), God had reminded me 
that Anna Bradigan is no more of a special Christian because I am known by many campers as 
“Princess Jubilee” or served as the director of this ministry. God calls and equips each believer to 
serve Him . . . yet when we get to heaven, we will not enter based on works but because we are saved 
by grace through faith.
